From the Pastor’s Study

Greetings,

Beginning this Sunday, we are starting a series of sermons entitled, “Finding God in the Questions.”
Everyone has questions. Life is full of questions. The story is told about a young boy who came
home from school one day. His mother asked him, “Did you ask any good questions today?” There
is much to be said for asking a good question.

One of those good questions is, “Does the Christian faith have any good answers?” There is a
difference between a good answer and a “pat” or trite answer. Does the Christian faith have any
thoughtful, relevant, reasonable, intelligent answers to the questions of our day? | am convinced
that it does. And while some people seem to believe that all Christian “answers” are naive, this is
just not true. In fact, Christianity has survived the centuries, in part, because it offers intelligent,
compelling answers to the questions of life.

We begin our series this Sunday, on the 4th of July weekend, with the question of God and country.
What is the proper relationship of a Christian and his or her country? Should it be, “America, love
it or leave it?” Or is our country the source of many of the world’s problems, as some believe?
Should we try to be a “Christian nation” or let secular notions have free reign? As Christians, how
do we have a healthy relationship with the country we live in and build the best society possible?

On July 12th, Reverend Charles Cook will address the question, “If a person sins and then asks for
forgiveness, but later repeats that sin, are they truly forgiven?” On July 19th, Dr. Bohler will
preach on the question, “Why do bad things happen to good people?” The 26th of July, Dr. Bohler
will address two questions; “Is it possible that God created other worlds in the universe (and why
does that seem hard for Christians to believe)?” and “Is the command to the Rich Young Ruler to
sell all he had and give to the poor for all Christians? If not, why not?”

I hope you will join us for worship as often as you are able this summer. It should be a fun time of
trying to think theologically about questions of the faith. May God give us minds to understand,
hearts to love, and hands to serve. God’s blessings on your summer.

With the
involvement of the Georgia
Federal Credit Union,
participants will have the
opportunity to become
more fully integrated into
the economic financial
mainstream. The Jubilee
Fund will operate in the
manner of a revolving-loan
fund—as funds are repaid,
they become available for
new loans.
